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Overview
BC Kids Funding Navigator is a developing community initiative focused on improving access to funding and support programs for children and youth with medical, developmental, and accessibility needs across British Columbia.
Founded by Colette Newby and Mehrshad Aalipour, the initiative was created in response to the challenges families and providers face when navigating fragmented funding systems, including difficulty locating resources, understanding eligibility criteria, and navigating application processes.
The initiative aims to build and maintain a centralized, accessible, and community-informed platform that makes it easier for families, caregivers, educators, healthcare providers, and service providers to find and understand available supports across BC.
Purpose of the Volunteer Program
Volunteers help support the growth, accuracy, accessibility, and outreach of BC Kids Funding Navigator. Depending on their role, volunteers may help with funding database research, website updates, outreach, communications, design, accessibility, administrative support, or other project needs.
Volunteer roles are flexible and may vary based on the volunteer’s interests, skills, availability, and the initiative's current needs.
Volunteer Expectations
Volunteers are expected to:
· Communicate respectfully and professionally
· Complete assigned tasks within agreed timelines, or communicate if more time is needed
· Track volunteering hours accurately
· Use official/public sources when researching funding information
· Avoid adding assumptions or unsupported claims to funding entries
· Respect confidentiality and privacy
· Submit work for review before it is published or shared externally
· Represent BCKFN in a respectful and accurate way when communicating with others
BC Kids Funding Navigator does not provide or administer funding, determine eligibility for external programs, or replace professional financial, legal, medical, or social work guidance. Volunteers should not provide families with personal advice or guarantee eligibility for any external program.

To apply, applicants will be asked to complete this volunteer application form and attach a current resume or CV.Please note that submitting an application does not guarantee a volunteer position. Applications will be reviewed based on the applicant’s interests, skills, availability, and fit with BCKFN’s current needs. Successful candidates may be asked to complete additional onboarding steps before beginning their role.

Because BCKFN works with information and resources related to children, youth, families, and community support services, successful volunteer candidates may be required to complete a criminal background check before beginning their role.
The type of background check required may depend on the nature of the volunteer role, especially if the role involves outreach, communication with families or community organizations, access to internal documents, or representing BCKFN publicly.
A volunteer position may be conditional on successful completion of this screening process.

For volunteers helping BCKFN connect with organizations, clinics, schools, hospitals, foundations, and community groups. Tasks may include emailing organizations, following up with contacts, sharing flyers or website links, identifying potential community partners, and tracking outreach responses.

For volunteers helping keep existing funding entries accurate and up to date. Tasks may include checking whether deadlines, application periods, funding amounts, eligibility criteria, contact information, and website links have changed.

For volunteers helping find new funding programs and support resources to add to the platform. This may include searching for medical, developmental, accessibility, education, equipment, therapy, transportation, respite, recreation, and family support resources across BC.

For volunteers reviewing funding entries before they are published or updated. Tasks may include checking that information matches official sources, confirming eligibility wording, reviewing links, flagging unclear details, and making sure no assumptions have been added.

For volunteers helping keep the website functional and easy to use. Tasks may include uploading or updating entries, fixing broken links, testing filters and search tools, reviewing mobile layout, checking page formatting, and reporting bugs or usability issues.

For volunteers helping with BCKFN’s public-facing communication. Tasks may include drafting Instagram or LinkedIn posts, writing captions, creating simple graphics, scheduling content, sharing project updates, and helping raise awareness about available resources.
